MOTION OF THE UNITED STATES POSTAL SERVICE 

 FOR LATE ACCEPTANCE OF FILING OF RESPONSES TO 
OFFICE OF THE CONSUMER ADVOCATE INTERROGATORIES 

(OCA/USPS-44 THROUGH 47) 
 

 The United States Postal Service hereby moves for late acceptance of the filing 

of its responses to the following interrogatories of the Office of the Consumer Advocate, 

dated May 23, 2006: OCA/USPS-44 through 48.   The responses were due to have 

been filed six calendar days ago.  Consultations among personnel with responsibilities 

related to the subject matter of the interrogatories could not be completed until late in 

the day on Friday, June 9th.  As a consequence, the responses could not be prepared 

and reviewed in time for filing until today.  The Postal Service regrets the delay, but 

believes that the prejudice to the parties is minimal.    
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
