RESPONSE: 
 
A small percentage of PO-PO Next Day pieces, generally sent to a destination 

nearby the origin, were received at the destination post office on the same day in 

which they were entered.  When combined with the other pieces, the vast 

majority of which were received at the destination one calendar day after entry, 

the average was slightly less than one.
