The Office of the Consumer Advocate (“OCA”) hereby responds to a request of the Commission for comments on the experimental nature of the United States Postal Service’s proposal for a “Ride-Along” category of Periodicals mail.  OCA also responds to motions of the Postal Service for expedition and for waiver of certain filing requirements.

On September 30, 1999, the Commission issued a notice of a Postal Service Request for an experimental “Ride-Along” category of Periodicals mail and provided until October 25, 1999, for parties to provide comments and to respond to the Postal Service’s motions.
