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STATEMENT OF ISSUES

Pitney Bowes Inc. (“Pitney Bowes”) provides this Statement of Issues in accordance with ordering clause 3 of Order No. 1272.  The following issues will be litigated by Pitney Bowes in this proceeding:

Are competitors with Mailing Online entitled to any exemption (such as the exemption from numerosity per mailing requirements applicable to bulk first class and Standard A mail) that are extended to the Postal Service during the Mailing Online experiment?
