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INTRODUCTION to the ODIS DE Technical Documentation

The purpose of this document is to identify and preserve the data entry documentation, analyses, and application elements used in the CODES application, Origin-Destination Information System (ODIS) as it was in the 4th quarter of 1998.

CODES-ODIS DE is a data entry application by which Data Collection Technicians (DCTs) collect and record on laptops mail volume, service analysis and other mail characteristic data.  ODIS collects data for all classes and subclasses of mail (except Express mail and Mailgrams) and collects data for five physical types of mail: letters, cards, flats, IPPs, and parcels.  ODIS volumes and transit times are collected in terms of Process and Distribution Center areas and Customer Service and Sales Districts.
