The development of the models contained in this library reference is described in section III and IV of USPS witness Daniel’s testimony (USPS-T-28).  The results produced from these analyses are described in Section VII and are summarized in Table 4 of witness Daniel’s testimony.  This table supports USPS witness Taufique’s (USPS-T-38) rate design.  Witness Daniel was the primary contributor to the development of this library reference.
