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Introduction to USPS LR-I-96

USPS LR-I-96 contains the development of ECR and NPECR mail processing saturation savings.  This library reference is described in section IX of USPS witness Daniel’s testimony (USPS-T-28).  The results produced from this analysis are summarized in Table 6 of witness Daniel’s testimony. These costs are combined with ECR delivery costs in USPS-T-28 Table 7 and support USPS witnesses Moeller (USPS-T-35) and Taufique’s (USPS-T-38) rate designs.  Witness Daniel was the primary contributor to the development of this library reference.  Other testimony and library references referred to in this library reference include:
