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Introduction to USPS LR-I-139

USPS LR-I-139 contains the PRC Version of the development of ECR and NPECR mail processing saturation savings contained in USPS LR-I-96.  The results produced from this analysis are the PRC Version of Table 6 in witness Daniel’s testimony.  The calculations in this library references are basically the same as those in USPS LR-I-96 however different inputs are used.  The PRC version of inputs is as follows:

· USPS LR-I-136 for PRC Test Year piggybacks by cost pool

· USPS LR-I-137 for the PRC factors used to convert BY direct labor costs to TY piggybacked costs and the unit costs by shape for reconciliation

· USPS LR-I-142 for the PRC mail processing costs by ECR and NPECR rate category 

· USPS LR-I-148 for PRC Nontransportation Unit Cost Avoidance per Pound by Entry Point
