PRESIDING OFFICER’S RULING 

GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME

(Issued May 31, 2000)

A joint Motion to Extend Time for Filing Rebuttal Testimony to USPS-T-12 and USPS-T-13 (Motion), was filed by Magazine Publishers of America and ADVO, Inc. on May 30, 2000.  The Motion explains that the Postal Service did not respond to discovery requests early enough to allow the completion of rebuttal testimony by May 30, 2000.  A two-day extension is requested.
