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UNCONTESTED MOTION OF PITNEY BOWES INC. FOR PROTECTIVE CONDITIONS FOR MATERIAL TO BE PROVIDED IN RESPONSE TO AN INTERROGATORY OF THE UNITED STATES POSTAL SERVICE 











	Pitney Bowes Inc. ("Pitney Bowes") hereby moves that the Commission establish protective conditions, in the form attached to this pleading, for material that Pitney Bowes is prepared to provide in response to an interrogatory of the United States Postal Service.  Pitney Bowes is authorized to state that the Postal Service has indicated that it will not oppose this motion or the proposed protective conditions.  


	USPS/PB-T2-4(b) (referred to witness Martin) seeks "any studies, surveys or market research" purporting to identify and describe "all factors other than changes in postage rates" that would motivate mailers to use meters to affix postage instead of stamps.  Pitney Bowes has identified four studies that are responsive to this interrogatory.  One of such studies has been made public and is being submitted without request for protective conditions, as PB-LR-4.  The remaining three studies have not been made public and contain trade secrets and other confidential information.  Therefore, protective conditions with respect to what will become PB-LR-5-7 are warranted. 


	The form of proposed protective conditions appended to this motion is identical to the form of such conditions submitted by the United States Postal Service on March 27, 2000. See, Uncontested Motion of United States Postal Service for Protective Conditions for Material to be Provided in Response to Alliance of Nonprofit Mailers Interrogatories filed March 27, 2000.  Once protective conditions are entered, Pitney Bowes will file the library references marked as specified in paragraph 10 of the proposed protective conditions.
