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I. Introduction

USPS LR-I-416 contains the FY1999 version of First-Class and Standard Mail (A) volumes and pounds originally contained in USPS LR-I-102.  The extensive documentation provided in USPS LR-I-102 is not replicated here, only the output Excel files have been included.

The First-Class Single-Piece volumes and pounds by shape and weight increment presented in Table 10A are used in the weight studies presented in Section 7 of USPS LR‑I‑420.  First-Class and Standard Mail (A) volumes by shape, rate category and indicia presented in Tables 10B, 10C, 14, and 17 are used to unitize costs in USPS LR-I-415 and LR-I-428.  First Class and Standard Mail (A) flat volumes by rate category presented in Tables 10A, 14 and 17 are used to weight the mail processing models in Section 3 of USPS LR-I-419 and LR-I-429.
