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As a result of the findings by the Speed Limit Committee (Rick Chancellor, Dan Starnes, & Joel
Roose), below is a list of speed limits for your review and use in the development of transportation
schedules for new sarvice and negotiated service changes.

These changes are not intended as an impetus for massive contract changes, however, there will be
instances where a reduction in the running time will provide service improvements.

In developing changes that reduce scheduled running time, Contracting officers are to give
consideration to safe route operations and unique operating conditions on contracts under review. It
is expected that increased speed requirements will increase fuel consumption and operational cost
and in some instances reduce labor costs. Any proposed change is subject to negotiations with the

contractor.

Where seryice improvements will result, Contracting Officers are authorized to negotiate changes with
contractor without further approval that meet the below. If speed requirements exceed the below,
autharization from this office is required.
