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The Postal Service seeks permission to file, three calendar days late, its responses to two interrogatories submitted by the Office of the Consumer Advocate.   In support of its motion, the Service notes that one of the interrogatories (OCA/USPS-10) required consultation with personnel who either are involved with the omnibus rate case or affected by a recent reduction in force at postal headquarters.  It says the other interrogatory (OCA/USPS-11) entailed an extensive, but ultimately vain, attempt to locate responsive documents. For the reasons stated and the lack of any apparent prejudice, the Service’s Motion is granted.
