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	The Postal Service has filed one motion for extension of time and two motions for late acceptance of interrogatory responses.�  The Motion for Extension of Time requests a two-day extension, until August 1, 1997, to file the library reference associated with the response to OCA/USPS-T13-37.  The Motion for Extension of Time indicates that the OCA does not oppose the request and Library Reference H-217 was filed August 1, 1997.  


	The July 31, 1997 Motion for Late Acceptance requests the acceptance of the response to OCA/USPS-1 one day late.  The one day delay should not prejudice any party and I will grant the Postal Service request.


	The August 1, 1997 Motion for Late Acceptance requests the late acceptance of responses from witnesses Fronk and Hatfield to interrogatories filed by Douglas Carlson.  The Postal Service forwarded the responses to Mr. Carlson via Express Mail to minimize the inconvenience caused by the two day delay.  As no party appears prejudiced by this delay I will grant the Postal Service Motion.
