RULING RELATED TO REBUTTAL TESTIMONY 

(Issued April 20, 2004)

This ruling addresses scheduling matters related to the submission of Postal Service witness Gannon’s rebuttal testimony (USPS-RT-1).  One is whether there is an interest in or need for a formal hearing in connection with this testimony, or whether the procedure used for acceptance of Mr. Carlson’s testimony would be appropriate. The other issue is setting subsequent procedural dates including, in the event that a formal hearing is scheduled to receive witness Gannon’s testimony, setting a date certain for the witness’s appearance. 

Participants are asked to indicate, no later than April 30, 2004, whether they believe a hearing is necessary or desirable, and propose dates for remaining procedural steps.  Formal hearings, if necessary, will be held during the period May 18 through 21.   Postal Service counsel is directed to consult with the witness and active participants and to inform the Presiding Officer of the preferred hearing date during that period. 

RULING

1. Participants are directed to submit comments indicating whether a formal hearing in connection with witness Gannon’s rebuttal testimony is desired, and proposing additional procedural dates.

The Postal Service is directed to indicate whether a particular hearing date during the period May 18 through 21, 2004, is preferable.
