 the Office of the Consumer Advocate (OCA) hereby comments on (1) the appropriateness of proceeding in this docket under the Commission's experimental rules,  (2) the Postal Service's statement concerning compliance with the Commission's filing requirements, and (3) the Commission's request for notification as to whether OCA requests a hearing in this case.
