PRESIDING OFFICER’S RULING

GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME

(Issued August 5, 2004)

In a joint filing, American Business Media (ABM) and the McGraw-Hill Companies (McGraw-Hill) seek two extensions of time related to the July 27th set of interrogatories filed by complainants Time Warner Inc. et al.:  August 24, 2004 for filing objections and September 9, 2004 for filing final responses.  In support of their motion, they cite the “timing and breadth” of the discovery and vacation schedules.  Motion of American Business Media and The McGraw-Hill Companies for Extension of Time, August 4, 2004 (Joint Motion),.  They also note that counsel for the complainants do not oppose the motion.  Id. at 1-2.

The Joint Motion is granted, based on the amount of research and coordination associated with compiling answers to the referenced interrogatories; the likelihood that previously scheduled vacation plans may delay obtaining necessary information; and the lack of opposition by counsel for Time Warner Inc. et al.  However, to the extent any discrete objections or responses can be filed prior to the new deadlines, counsel for ABM and McGraw-Hill are encouraged to do so. 

RULING

The Motion of American Business Media and The McGraw-Hill Companies for Extension of Time, filed August 4, 2004, is granted.
