  The Commission has designated the responses to POIR Nos. 1 and 2.
  The Postal Service and the Discover motions are unopposed.  Both motions are granted.

Presentation of further evidence for the record in this docket is not anticipated.  The record in Docket No. MC2004-4 is hereby closed.
