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PRESIDING OFFICER’S RULING

GRANTING UNITED STATES POSTAL SERVICE

MOTIONS FOR LATE ACCEPTANCE
OF RESPONSES TO INTERROGATORIES

(Issued June 13, 2005)

There are 10 motions pending for late acceptance of filings by the United States Postal Service of responses to interrogatories, and two motions for late acceptance of filing objection to interrogatories.
