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PRESIDING OFFICER’S RULING

GRANTING MOTIONS FOR LATE ACCEPTANCE
OF RESPONSES TO INTERROGATORIES AND
OBJECTION TO INTERROGATORY

(Issued June 22, 2006)

There are eight motions pending for late acceptance.
