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	On September 29, 1997 the Postal Service filed USPS-ST-43, the Supplemental Testimony of Sharon Daniel.  This testimony provides sponsor materials submitted previously as Library Reference H-112, in accordance with P.O. Ruling No. R97-1/20.  On September 30, 1997 the Postal Service announced that witness Daniel was adopting certain discovery responses concerning that library reference previously provided by the Postal Service as an institution, and that she would be prepared to respond to oral cross-examination on her supplemental testimony and adopted interrogatory answers.�   

	Witness Daniel is currently scheduled to present USPS-T-29, and respond to oral cross-examination on that testimony on Thursday, October 9, 1997.  It will be least disruptive of the hearing schedule if cross-examination of witness Daniel concerning both the pieces of testimony she is sponsoring takes place on that day.  





RULING



	USPS-ST-43, the Supplemental Testimony of Witness Daniel, will be offered into evidence and subject to cross-examination along with USPS-T-29 on October 9, 1997.
