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	During evidentiary hearings, and in recently filed pleadings, Postal Service counsel have indicated that the Service intends to provide witnesses to sponsor certain library references.  See for example, Response of United States Postal Service to Newspaper Association of America Motion to Strike Testimony of United States Postal Service Witness Joseph D. Moeller and Notice of Intent to File Testimony, filed October 6, 1997.  Several participants have interposed objections to receipt of this material into evidence, in addition to suggesting that previously submitted testimony which relies on this material should not be received into evidence.  


	I have preserved a general objection for any counsel that wishes to contend that accepting documents initially provided as library references into evidence under the procedural circumstances of this case has denied due process, or is otherwise inconsistent with acceptable administrative procedures.  


	Participants intending to perfect such an objection are to file written motions.  Motions concerning the admission into evidence of materials initially submitted as library references are to be filed by October 16, 1997.  During the hearing of October 9, 1997, I indicated that I would allow seven days for responses, or until October 23, 1997.  In order to maintain an orderly hearing schedule, I will shorten the time for responses from seven to five days.  Thus, responses to motions concerning the admission of library references are to be filed by October 21, 1997.  


	On or before October 14, 1997, the Postal Service is to submit a list of those library references it has announced the intention of offering as evidence, and the names of witnesses who will sponsor that evidence.  If possible, cross-examination of those witnesses concerning materials they are sponsoring as evidence will be conducted on October 23 and 24, 1997.  


	If the Postal Service subsequently determines to offer additional library references as evidence, it will be necessary to schedule hearings with sufficient lead time for participants to prepare cross-examination.


	During the October 9, 1997, hearing, it was agreed that witness Daniel would return to stand cross-examination concerning USPS-ST-43 on October 23, 1997.  I will also schedule the appearance witness McGrane, presenting USPS-ST-44, for October 23, 1997.  





RULING





	1.  Motions contesting the receipt of evidence sponsoring materials previously submitted as library references, and motions contesting the receipt into evidence of testimony relying on information developed in library references that have not been received into evidence are to be filed by October 16, 1997.  Responses are to be filed by October 21, 1997.


	2.  The revised schedule for appearance of Postal Service witnesses is set out in Attachment A.
