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	This ruling disposes of the Douglas F. Carlson Motion to Compel United States Postal Service to Answer Interrogatory DFC/USPS-4 (Motion), filed October 2, 1997.  On October 15, 1997, the Reply of the United States Postal Service to Douglas Carlson Motion to Compel a Response to DFC/USPS-4 (Reply) was submitted, accompanied by a motion for late acceptance.  The Motion is granted in part, as described below.

	The interrogatory at issue asks the Postal Service to identify cost coverages above a certain level recommended by the Commission, approved by the Governors, and implemented by the Postal Service.  The Postal Service argues that this is publicly available information, and that it should not be required to undertake such research for participants.  It states that “the information sought by Mr. Carlson can be obtained from a review of the dozens of Commission’s recommended decisions and related decisions of the Governors, all of which are publicly available documents.”  Reply at 2.  This may be true, although Commission and Governors’ decisions are not widely available.  

In this instance, however, it is reasonable to direct the Postal Service to perform a minimal amount of work in order to provide the requested information.  PRC Op. R94�1, Appendix G, Schedule 3, page 1 (Attached) sets forth mark-ups recommended by the Commission in omnibus rate cases.  The addition of 100 to each mark-up provides the recommended cost coverage.  The Postal Service is to identify instances when the Governors did not approve, or the Postal Service did not implement, the rates underlying mark-ups over 175 appearing on the attached schedule.  



RULING



1.	The Douglas F. Carlson Motion to Compel United States Postal Service to Answer Interrogatory DFC/USPS-4, filed October 2, 1997, is granted in part as described in the body of this ruling.

2.	The Motion for Late Acceptance of Reply of the United States Postal Service to Douglas Carlson Motion to Compel a Response to DFC/USPS-4, filed October 15, 1997, is granted.
