Prefiled written testimony in this docket is not being transcribed into the record, consistent with the agreement of participants following discussion at the prehearing conference.  In order to assure that a clear and understandable record is available for review by participants and the Commission, participants sponsoring prefiled written testimony are to file an electronic version of testimony that includes all additions and corrections made prior to its receipt into evidence.

It would be most helpful if corrected versions of testimony include on the cover page the date of revision.

If the originally filed version remains totally unchanged, it need not be refiled.

Consistent with past practice, witnesses need not appear at hearing if there are no requests for cross-examination.  In such cases, testimony will be admitted by motion on the date the witness was scheduled to appear.  Two copies of corrected testimony must be available for receipt into evidence.  If possible, a certificate of authenticity applicable to the corrected testimony and designated written cross-examination should be submitted at that time.  If necessary, certificates of authenticity may be provided within seven days of a witness’s scheduled appearance.
RULING

1. Participants sponsoring prefiled written testimony are to file an electronic version of testimony that includes all additions and corrections made prior to its receipt into evidence.
2.  When necessary, certificates of authenticity may be provided within seven days of a witness’s scheduled appearance.
