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PRESIDING OFFICER’S RULING DENYING
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MOTION TO SUPPLEMENT RECORD

(Issued November 8, 2006)


A Statement of the American Bankers Association Regarding Responses by the Greeting Card Association to Interrogatories from the Direct Marketing Association (Statement) was filed on October 30, 2006.  Presiding Officer’s Ruling No. R2006-1/96 held that this request would be treated as a motion, and set November 6, 2006 as the date for replies.

Two replies were submitted.  The Response of the Greeting Card Association to the Statement of the American Bankers Association to Interrogatories from the Direct Marketing Association was filed November 3, 2006; and the Response of the United States Postal Service to Statement of the American Bankers Association Regarding Responses by the Greeting Card Association to Interrogatories from the Direct Marketing Association was filed November 6, 2006.  Both of these responses oppose the admission into evidence of the Statement.  Both responses point out that material contained in the Statement is not sponsored by a witness and includes materials requiring interpretation.


The American Bankers Association request is denied.  This ruling will not disadvantage any participant as sufficient time remains for introduction of evidence in rebuttal to the direct cases of participants other than the Postal Service as testimony and exhibits.

RULING

The American Bankers Association request that the Statement it filed on October 30, 2006 be admitted into evidence is denied.
