PRESIDING OFFICER’S RULING
GRANTING MOTION TO DELAY THE FILING OF BRIEFS
(Issued November 20, 2006)

The Postal Service has filed a motion requesting that the deadline for the filing of briefs be extended until after the filing of information that the Postal Service agreed to provide during the November 9, 2006 hearing.
