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	An Office of the Consumer Advocate Motion for Leave to Delay Briefly the filing of a Response to the Postal Service’s Motion for Partial Reconsideration of P.O. Ruling R97-1/61 was filed December 1, 1997.  The Postal Service motion sought to be excused from providing answers to OCA/USPS-72 and 73.  P.O. Ruling R97-1/61 compelled responses to those interrogatories, which sought information to assist preparation of base year and roll-forward information reflecting cost attributions different from those contained in the Postal Service Request.


	It is appropriate to allow the Office of the Consumer Advocate time to review recently filed answers to other interrogatories in order to allow it to determine whether to oppose the Postal Service Motion for Partial Reconsideration.  The OCA requested a “short period of time” and indicates the Postal Service does not oppose its request.  If OCA can not complete its analysis and submit an appropriate response by 2:00 pm, Thursday, December 4, 1997, it should provide notice to that effect.





RULING


	The Office of the Consumer Advocate Motion for Leave to Delay Briefly the Filing of a Response to the Postal Service’s Motion for Partial Reconsideration of P.O. Ruling R97-1/61, is granted.
