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PRESIDING OFFICER’S RULING
GRANTING AMERICAN POSTAL WORKERS UNION, AFL-CIO
MOTIONS FOR ACCESS TO NON-PUBLIC INFORMATION


(Issued January 25, 2012)

APWU asserts that the Postal Service has been provided with copies of the motions and accompanying certifications, and that APWU will file the original certifications with the Commission shortly.
