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	The June 9, 1999 Motion of the United States Postal Service for Extension of Time to Respond to Information Request asks that it be allowed until June 18, 1999 to provide a response to P.O. Information Request No. 1, due to counsel’s plans to be out of the country until one day after the original (June 14, 1999) due date for a response.


	The Service’s motion is granted, given counsel’s unavailability and the apparent lack of prejudice to any participant.





RULING





	The motion referenced in the body of this ruling is granted, thereby establishing June 18, 1999 as the due date for the Postal Service’s response.
