The Postal Service has objected to this request on the grounds of burden and redundancy.  To reduce the burden to the Postal Service, UPS is narrowing its request to the following: Provide the correct master rate table input data for Job 2 to allow replication for all mail categories.

RESPONSE.   No changes are made to the master rate table input data files labeled BRPW57-60.TXT and BRPW62-64.TXT provided in USPS-LR-I-194/R2000-1.
