STAMPS.COM’S OPPOSITION TO USPS’S MOTION TO COMPEL

RESPONSE TO INTERROGATORY USPS/STAMPS.COM-T1-2(c)

Stamps.com hereby opposes the Postal Service’s June 30 motion to compel a further response to Interrogatory USPS/STAMPS.COM-T1-2(c) to witness Frank Heselton.  The interrogatory asks Stamps.com to provide “any demographic data” of Stamps.com customers.   Because Heselton has no such data, this interrogatory was redirected to witness Lawton, who did develop such data.  Stamps.com filed an objection to the release of such data.  This objection is the subject of a separate discovery dispute, to which Stamps.com filed an opposition on July 5, 2000.  

For the foregoing reasons, the Service’s motions to compel should be denied.
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
