DBP/USPS-14
Please refer to your response to DBP/USPS-1a.  [a]  Please confirm that the Postal Operations Manual is available to members of the general public.  [b]  Please confirm that members of the general public may properly assume that the policies, regulations, and procedures of the Postal Service that are contained in the POM will be complied with by the Postal Service.  [c]  Please explain any subparts that you are not able to confirm.

While it is desirable for the respondent to an interrogatory to fully explain their response in light of what the questioner is asking, it still requires that the interrogatory be answered.

Subpart a asked a simple question.  Is the Postal Operations Manual [POM] available to the public?  The front page of Issue 8 of the POM dated July 16, 1998 [the latest issue] under “F.” states, “Sale to the Public.  Nonpostal users should write or call: [an address and telephone number is provided]”

Subpart b asks another simple question.  This response apparently attempts to anticipate why I am asking the interrogatory and answers that question.  It does not respond to the question that I asked.  The Postal Service was compelled to respond to this interrogatory; they should respond to the interrogatory that was asked and not to what they perceive the interrogatory should be.

For the reasons stated, I move to compel a satisfactory response to Interrogatory DBP/USPS-14.
