The Office of the Consumer Advocate (“OCA”) hereby files a motion to correct the transcript in this docket to reflect complete copies of responses to two institutional interrogatories by the United States Postal Service.  The responses were designated in a timely fashion by the OCA as written cross-examination, pursuant to Rule 30(e)(2) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice.

The OCA designated the United States Postal Service’s response to OCA/USPS-31 as part of its written cross-examination.  The second page of the response was inadvertently excluded from the material supplied to the Secretary of the Commission.  The OCA requests that the full response be included in the record.

In addition, the OCA designated the responses to OCA/USPS-60.  That interrogatory incorporated by reference and had physically attached to it an article from Consumer Reports magazine.  The Postal Service did not attach the article to its responses, which are difficult to understand without the article as a reference.  The OCA asks that the article be included in the record as part of the written cross-examination.

For the foregoing reasons, the OCA respectfully requests that the Presiding Officer direct that the attached materials be included in the transcript as written cross-examination.
