PRESIDING OFFICER’S RULING SEEKING STATUS REPORT 

AND COMMENTS ON PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE   

(Issued September 12, 2002)

In recent rulings, I granted successive Postal Service requests for extensions of the original deadline for filing a motion for certification (or reconsideration) of a ruling directing compliance with Douglas F. Carlson’s discovery request for certain point-to-point service performance data.
  Nearly three weeks have elapsed since the final deadline without the anticipated motion having been filed, without an explanation for the missed deadline, or without any indication that compliance — or realistic progress toward substantial compliance — can be expected. 

Production of the data in issue emerged as a concern early in this proceeding, and has been the subject of protracted motion practice.  The Service has had numerous opportunities either to comply with Presiding Officer’s Ruling No. C2001-3/28 (which clarified Presiding Officer’s Ruling No. C2001-23), or to file an appropriate motion for relief.  Regrettably, failure to observe the latest deadline appears to represent a considered decision to decline to participate in this proceeding in a manner that would allow its fair and timely resolution.      

Previous rulings have expressed my view, based on information provided to date, that production of the requested data, without further unnecessary delay, is the appropriate course for the Service to adopt.  However, I also have allowed a generous period for the Service to pursue its position by seeking reconsideration or certification.  With this case having been filed some time ago and new cases apparently in the offing, fairness to the complainant and other participants and management of the Commission’s overall caseload are factors that cannot be ignored.

Given these concerns, the Service is directed to provide, no later than September 20, 2002, a status report relative to the outstanding discovery matter addressed in Presiding Officer’s Rulings No. C2001-3/23 and No. C2001-3/28.  Complainant Douglas F. Carlson is also directed to comment, no later than September 27, 2002, on the remaining procedural schedule.                

RULING

1. The Postal Service is directed to provide a status report on the matter referred to in the body of this ruling no later than September 20, 2002. 

2. Complainant Carlson is directed to comment on the remaining procedural schedule no later than September 27, 2002.
