Please confirm that based on this proposed communications plan that the Postal Service will not be making any communications to their facilities or to mailers that the use of a flat-rate box may result in a higher postage rate than the use of a non-flat-rate box other than placing wording on the box itself and indicating in the communications plan that the boxes will contain this wording.  If you are unable to confirm, please provide the draft wording that will be included in the communications plan to provide this information and the means of implementation.
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
