ORDER GRANTING JOINT MOTION TO POSTPONE

(Issued December 22, 2004)

Order No. 1423 set January 6, 2005, as the due date for reply comments in this docket.  The Office of the Consumer Advocate (OCA) and the Postal Service have filed a joint motion to postpone that due date until January 21, 2005.
  According to the motion, the OCA asked the Postal Service on December 2, 2004, to provide some data and documentation that it needs to do additional analytical work related to the econometric models of Drs. Bozzo and Bradley, whose results the Postal Service incorporates in its annual Cost and Revenue Analysis report.  The material that the OCA seeks includes material that is covered by Rule 102.
