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 The United States Postal Service hereby moves for late acceptance of its 

responses to DBP/USPS-122(c)-(e), 159, 177-181, 189, and 235.  The delay was 

caused by the need for numerous internal consultations with individuals not 

normally associated with this rate case.  Many of these necessary individuals 

were away on vacation at different times, which exacerbated the delay.  The 

Postal Service regrets the delay, but wanted to ensure that each response was 

as accurate as possible.  
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
