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RESPONSE OF U.S. POSTAL SERVICE TO NOTICE OF INQUIRY NO. 1 

 
 The United States Postal Service hereby provides its response to Notice of 

inquiry No. 1, issued on November 3, 2005.  The NOI seeks comments on suggested 

clarifying changes to proposed DMCS sections 620.11 and 620.12 and to a revised data 

collection and reporting plan.  The Postal Service supports these suggested revisions, 

with the sole exception that, as noted in the responses of the Postal Service and 

Bookspan to POIR No. 3, question 2, the NSA is not intended to be limited to Standard 

Mail Regular letters, but includes all Standard Mail letters, including ECR letters. 
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
