This library reference contains the TYBR volume estimate for Premium Forwarding Service (PFS) and the average zone distribution used by witness Scherer in USPS-T-33, Attachment B, Table 1.
Premium Forwarding Service (PFS) was implemented in August 2005, as an experimental weekly forwarding of substantially all classes of mail to a temporary address, by means of a weekly Priority Mail shipment. Since PFS volume impacts Priority Mail, witness Scherer (USPS-T-33), uses the PFS TYBR volume estimate in his Priority Mail rate design. 
Based on early returns from the experiment, TYBR PFS volume is estimated to be 1.1 million. 
The table below shows the average zone distribution of PFS pieces used by witness Scherer (USPS-T-33).
