CONTINGENT REQUEST FOR HEARING

(September 28, 2007)

Pursuant to Order No. 32 the Office of the Consumer Advocate (“OCA”) requests oral cross-examination of Postal Service witness Parr.  The OCA has been attempting through discovery to obtain more accurate mailer-specific unit costs for Bradford Group’s flats.  These attempts have not yet been successful.  The OCA is filing today interrogatories that will hopefully bear fruit.  These interrogatories use Bradford Group’s actual volumes to develop a weighted average unit cost for 3/5-digit flats.  If witness Parr can agree (or if the Postal Service can stipulate) that this procedure is more accurate than that used in Appendix A of USPS-T-1, then there should be no need for oral cross-examination on this issue.  However, the response to Commission Information Request No. 1, due today, may generate further discovery and/or a need for oral cross-examination.
