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A. Overview of the Workpapers 

The Special Services workpapers consist of this preface and two Excel workbooks: CAPCALC-SpecServ-FY09.xls and CAPCALC-INTLSpecServ-FY09.xls.
CAPCALC-SpecServ-FY09.xls takes the results from CAPCALC-INTLSpecServ-FY09.xls, and determines cap compliance for domestic and international market dominant special services combined.

CAPCALC-SpecServ-FY09.xls contains individual worksheets for each special service, as well as the following worksheets.

·  The “Cap Calc Page” and the “Cap Detail Page” worksheets calculate the amount of the fee increase for all of the special services.

· The “Cap Amount and Bank” worksheet shows how much cap was available, how much was used, and how much will be unused following this price change.  

· The ”Rates” worksheet shows the current and new prices for each product; each of the sheets for the individual special services is dynamically linked to this sheet for its price information.  

· The “Hardcoded Data” worksheet contains data that are used on each sheet, or calculates the average price for FY2008 for some special services so that a FY 2008 volume can be derived.

· The “Index” and “CoverPage” worksheets are the index of the workbook and the cover page for this document, respectively.
CAPCALC-INTLSpecServ-FY09.xls contains the following two worksheets.

· The “Cap Calc - R2009-2” worksheet summarizes the price changes.
· The “Source Data – FY08” worksheet shows the source data used in the “Cap Calc – R2009-2” worksheet.
B. Adjustments to the Billing Determinants 

Two deviations from the Billing Determinants as filed in ACR2008 were developed and used in CAPCALC-SpecServ-FY09.xls, one for Address Correction Service and one for Confirm.  

The “Address Correction” worksheet presents the original ACR2008 version of the Billing Determinants, the weighted version of the Billing Determinants, and the calculation of the fee increase for this product.  The weighted version was necessary because of the introduction of a new price point, Full Service ACS.  The cap compliance calculations have been adjusted to reflect a reasonable expectation of how many existing ACS pieces will qualify for Full Service ACS.  The individual adoption rates are presented on the “Address Correction” worksheet.

The “Confirm” worksheet presents the original ACR2008 Billing Determinants, the weighted version of the Billing Determinants, and the calculation of the fee increase for this product.  The weighted version was necessitated by the introduction of the Bronze tier and the division of the Gold and Platinum tiers into Mail Owner and Mailing Agent components.  The weight adjustments for the Gold and Platinum splits were based on current subscription levels, and the adjustment for the Bronze tier was based on estimated scan usage.
