Delivery Cost:

 - The calculation of the DAL adjustment is moved to the “B” Workpapers file CS6&7.xls TAB 7.0.10.  A minor cell reference error occurred in the transfer of this sheet to the file UDCInputs08.xls, filed as a part of USPS-FY08-19.  Cell C11 in tab “City DAL costs” should reference the High Density and Saturation Flats and Parcels costs in file CS6&7.xls tab “7.0.6.5” cell E22 through “7.0.6.9” cell E22.
- The Postal Service made an inadvertent change in methodology by calculating the costs of Saturation Flats by using the costs of non-DAL pieces only[footnoteRef:2].  The file UDCModel2008.xls reverts to the established methodology by calculating the unit cost of Saturation Flats using the costs of all addressed and unaddressed Saturation Flat pieces.
