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PITNEY BOWES INC. MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME
TO REPSOND TO PRESIDING OFFICER’S INFORMATION REQUEST NO. 2

(June 9, 2009)

Pitney Bowes Inc. (Pitney Bowes) hereby moves for an extension of time until June 24,

2009 to file its responses to Presiding Officer’s Information Request (POIR) No. 2. Several

questions require consultation with different business units within Pitney Bowes, a process

which is taking more time than anticipated. Additionally, Pitney Bowes is in discussions with

the Postal Service to resolve areas of misunderstanding related to these responses. A brief

extension will serve the interests of all parties, including the Commission, as it may allow Pitney

Bowes and the Postal Service to resolve differences related to the responses. Finally, other POIR

responses are not due until June 15, and the hearing previously scheduled for June 16 has been

cancelled, so the requested relief will not unduly delay these proceedings.

Pitney Bowes does not believe that any party will be prejudiced by this delay.

Postal Service counsel has authorized Pitney Bowes to represent that the Postal Service

supports this motion.
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
