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PRESIDING OFFICER’S RULING ENTERING EVIDENCE INTO RECORD
 AND DIRECTING CERTIFICATION AND MOTION

 TO ENTER SURREBUTTAL EVIDENCE INTO THE RECORD

Pursuant to the Presiding Officer’s Ruling 10, any participant desiring a hearing on the surrebuttal evidence filed in this proceeding was required to file a notice of intent to cross-examine by no later than July 10, 2009.

  The testimony and exhibits of Peter Wragg and library reference, PR-LR-1 will be entered into evidence in this proceeding. 
 In addition, Pitney Bowes’ response to the Presiding Officer’s Information Request No. 2
 and the Postal Service’s response to the Presiding Officer’s Information Request No. 3
 shall be entered into evidence.  
On July 6, 2009, the Postal Service submitted the Surrebuttal Testimony of Daniel J. Lord on Behalf of the United States Postal Service.  The Postal Service shall file a certification attesting to the accuracy of its prepared surrebuttal testimony and a motion to enter that testimony into evidence by July 17, 2009.
RULING

1. As discussed in the body of this ruling, Pitney Bowes’ prepared testimony and material comprising its rebuttal case and its response to the Presiding Officer’s Information Request No. 2 are entered as evidence into the record of this proceeding.

As discussed in the body of this ruling, the Postal Service’s response to the Presiding Officer’s Information Request No. 3 is entered as evidence into the record of this proceeding.

The Postal Service shall file no later than July 17, 2009 certification attesting to the accuracy of its prepared surrebuttal testimony together with a motion to enter that testimony into evidence.
