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The Postal Service has today filed under seal its responses to GameFly 

interrogatories GFL/USPS-218-20, originally filed November 7, 2009.  Both the 

questions (which were filed under seal) and the responses include customer-specific 

data.  The Postal Service considers such information to be confidential, for the reasons 

discussed in the pleading it filed on October 19, 2009.  See Opposition of the United 

States Postal Service to the Motion of GameFly, Inc. to Unseal Certain Documents 

Produced in Discovery.  The Postal Service hereby incorporates that document by 

reference.   
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
