ORDER GRANTING POSTAL SERVICE ADDITIONAL TIME
TO RESPOND TO VALPAK IN ACCORDANCE WITH ORDER NO. 401

(Issued February 10, 2010)

On January 26, 2010, Valpak Direct Marketing Systems, Inc. and Valpak Dealers’ Association, Inc. (Valpak) filed in opposition to the Postal Service’s application for nonpublic treatment.
  In its filing, Valpak requests that the Commission deny the Postal Service’s application for nonpublic treatment.  Id. at 4.
On January 29, 2010, the Commission issued Order No. 401, which procedurally treated the Valpak Opposition as a motion to unseal the materials pursuant to 39 CFR 3007.31.

On February 5, 2010, the Postal Service asked for additional time to respond (until February 10, 2010), or that it be permitted to seek further relief from responding to Valpak’s motion at that time.
  In support, the Postal Service indicates that it has made tentative arrangements with Valpak that may moot the issues raised.  Id.
The Motion is granted.  The Postal Service indicates that the parties are working together to address concerns relating to Valpak’s initial motion as well as its opposition to the non-public status of materials filed in this docket.  Due to extreme weather conditions in Washington, DC since February 5, 2010, the due date for the Postal Service (or other interested persons) to respond to Order No.401, or seek further relief, is extended to February 16, 2010.
It is Ordered:
The United States Postal Service Motion Requesting Extension of Time to Respond in Accordance with Order No. 401, filed February 5, 2010, is granted as set forth in the body of this Order.
