ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME


(Issued March 24, 2010)


The Postal Service requests an extension until April 30, 2010 to complete a filing to add Stamp Fulfillment Services to the Mail Classification Schedule.[footnoteRef:1]  In support thereof, the Postal Service states that additional time is needed to determine what to propose and to obtain management and Governors’ review.
