DFC/USPS-T4-18.  Please refer to your response to DFC/USPS-T4-7.  For every processing facility that processes outgoing First-Class Mail on Saturdays, please explain whether the Postal Service considered an area mail processing plan that would have forwarded that facility’s outgoing First-Class Mail to another facility for processing, and, if the Postal Service considered such a plan, please explain the specific reasons why such a plan was not implemented.

DFC/USPS-T4-19.  Please refer to your response to DFC/USPS-T4-7. Please confirm that a reduction in the number of facilities that process outgoing First-Class Mail on Saturdays will reduce transportation costs by reducing the number of truck trips necessary to transport mail to other processing facilities or hub-and-spoke facilities.
