Regarding Forever Stamps



NOTICE AND ORDER CONCERNING CLASSIFICATION CHANGE


(April 27, 2010)


On April 23, 2010, the Postal Service filed a notice with the Commission pursuant to 39 CFR 3020.90 et seq. concerning a change in classification regarding the description of Forever stamps.[footnoteRef:1]  The Postal Service contends that the change in description is “needed in the event that the Postal Service offers Forever stamps in more than one design, and also to make the Mail Classification Schedule consistent with the Postal Service’s ownership of the trademark ‘Forever’ in connection with postage stamps.”  Id. at 1.  The Notice includes a proposal for conforming Mail Classification Schedule language.  Id. at 2. [1:  Notice of the United States Postal Service of Classification Change Related to Forever Stamps, April 23, 2010; see also Errata to Notice of the United States Postal Service of Classification Change Related to Forever Stamps, April 26, 2010 (Notice).  The Notice and errata are available on the Commission’s website, www.prc.gov.] 

Section 3020.91 requires the Postal Service to file notice of the proposed change with the Commission no less than 15 days prior to the effective date of the proposed change.  Thus, the proposed classification change will not become effective before May 8, 2010.
Pursuant to 39 CFR 3020.92, the Commission provides notice of the Postal Service’s filing and affords interested persons an opportunity to express views and offer comments on whether the proposed classification change is inconsistent with 39 U.S.C. 3642.  Comments are due May 5, 2010.
The Commission appoints Paul L. Harrington to serve as Public Representative in this docket.

It is Ordered:

1. The Commission establishes Docket No. MC2010-22 for consideration of the matters raised in this docket.
1. Pursuant to 39 U.S.C. 505, Paul L. Harrington is appointed to serve as officer of the Commission (Public Representative) to represent the interests of the general public in these proceedings.
1. Comments by interested persons in this proceeding are due no later than May 5, 2010.
