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The United States Postal Service (“Postal Service”) hereby gives notice of the filing of its 

direct testimony in this docket under seal and on the deadling specified by the Presiding Officer.  

The testimony comes from a total of four witnesses as follows: 

• USPS-T-1, Direct Testimony of Nicholas F. Barranca 

• USPS-T-2, Direct Testimony of Larry J. Belair 

• USPS-T-3, Direct Testimony of Troy R. Seanor 

• USPS-T-4, Direct Testimony of Rob Lundahl 

As explained in a separate pleading filed this afternoon, the Postal Service is filing its 

testimony under seal to avoid the loss to the Postal Service of its due process rights.  

Alternatively, the problem could be described as, if testimony were not filed under seal, a 

requirement that the Postal Service present its defense to GameFly’s direct case before the 

entirety of that case is made known or part of the evidentiary record.
